Updates on last meeting:

1) The next meeting was proposed to be in Jackson County in late July.  Larry will follow up with his LPSCC and report back to Mike.  (Addendum: Larry called and Jackson County will not be able to host the next meeting . . . they will not meet until late summer)
2) Mike gave an update on criminal justice law changes that have occurred this year.   

3) Mike also discussed meetings he had just had with the staff at OPS/LEDS about pawn shop reporting.  They report that only 8 agencies in the state report their pawn shop data to LEDS.  From data collected in the past 6 months from these 8 agencies LEDS has identified two career felons who have pawned firearms and several people who have pawned large numbers of items at several pawn shops over the course of several days (indicative of burglary).  Bernice said that their pawn shops report to their police departments and to her office but felt that it would be good for the reports to also be made to LEDS to help with cross-jurisdictional activities.  The issue of items being sold to 2nd hand shops also came up.  Mike will continue to explore this issue with LEDS and the OACP and OSSA. 
4) Anna and Mike updated the committee on the changes coming to the Governor’s Meth Task Force which would shift the emphasis to prevention and treatment.
5) Mike updated the committee on the “Wish List” survey (what are the five top things your LPSCC would want to improve public safety).  The next step will be to send the entire list to the LPSCCs and ask them to prioritize the lists. 
6) Susan Sowards of the Lane County LPSCC reported on the support that the Lane County LPSCC would be able to provide for the State LPSCC Conference.  The discussion led to changing the proposed date because it conflicts with the Juvenile Director’s conference.  Mike will explore other dates that do not conflict with other conferences.  It was suggested that the conference have Ed Latessa present to the conference.
7) Susan also discussed the Lane County LPSCC Public Safety Report Card which their LPSCC has conducted a review of public safety in Lane County and will be releasing a report card on their findings.  The CJC LPSCC committee thought that this was a good idea that could be recommended to LPSCCs statewide and asked that Lane County give a report on the Report Card to the CJC LPSCC committee as soon as possible.
8) Bernice reported on the request that to determine how LPSCCs function (serve as independent advisory groups or only as advisors to their respective Board of Commissioners).  She reported that most LPSCCs work as advisory to the Board of Commissioners but that in one county the BOC felt that decisions were mandated and most be followed.
9) Mike reported that CJC is in the middle of reorganizing their website and that one of the things being discussed is setting up a discussion forum.  Further discussion from the committee led to modifying this to CJC having an ‘issues-based’ posting spot on the CJC website.  Mike will follow up on the implementation of this.
