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The Jail Survey – Starting Point for Problem Solving Strategies
(The Marion County Jail Survey)

William Brown is an Associate Professor in the Department of Criminal Justice Department at Western Oregon University.  He is the Project Director for Pacific Policy and Research, Director of the Center on Juvenile and Criminal Justice-Northwest Regional Office at Western Oregon University, and Project Coordinator for Western Community Policing Institute for a pilot project titled “Methamphetamine Abuse Intervention and Prevention across Tribal Boundaries.”  He is also conducting a homeless count and training program for Marion and Polk counties.  His past research experiences includes jail and prison research, prisoner re-entry, and youth gangs and their families In Detroit, Cleveland, Columbus, and South Chicago.  He conducted the jail survey for Marion County Sheriff’s Office in July 2005 and conducted follow-up interviews and focus groups in the jail.  He has published his research in numerous journals, is an author of Youth Gangs in American Society (third edition), and Introduction to Criminal Justice: A Critical Approach.  He and Sheriff Ramirez are co-authors of a series of five articles about incarcerated parents and methamphetamine forthcoming in the National Sheriff’s Association magazine.

Randal B. Fritzler has 33 years experience in the legal profession, 16 years experience as an attorney in private practice and 17 years on the Clark County, Washington District Court bench. He organized the Clark County Domestic Violence Court, serving as its judge for over five years. He was the "Outstanding Judge of 1998," awarded by the Washington State misdemeanant Corrections Association.  In 2000, he founded the Clark County Mental Health Court focusing on risk management and public safety.
