Meeting called to order at 9:00 a.m.
I. New Business

A. Proposed Rule: OAR 259-020-0010
Minimum Standards for Polygraph Examiner Trainee License.  

Ms. Salle-Narvaez presented proposed changes designed to clarify existing language. Adds OAR 259-020-0010(2)(B) which allows the Polygraph Licensing Advisory Committee to make additional requirements upon a trainee who is requesting an extension of their trainee license beyond the two year limit. Changes will also grant the Polygraph Licensing Advisory Committee the ability to grant more than one extension, upon written request, to trainees who have been unable to complete the required steps to take the General Polygraph License Examination. 
B. Proposed Rule: OAR 259-020-0015
Minimum Standards for Polygraph Examiner.
Proposed changes to this rule include the addition of language allowing the Department to prescribe additional requirements upon Polygraph Interns who fail to pass the general license examination on their third attempt. 
C. Proposed Rule: OAR 259-020-0020
Minimum Standards for Polygraph Examiner Trainee License. 

Changes were made to the rule’s language in order to better clarify the intent of the rule.

D. Proposed Rule: OAR 259-020-0025
Expiration and Renewal of Licensing for Polygraph Examiners.

Adds OAR 259-020-0025(3)(a) and (b) which prescribes additional requirements on a person whose general polygraph examiner’s license has expired for a period of more than two years and who wishes to re-apply for licensing.

Motion: Mr. Simmons moved to approve Action Items 1 and 2 to approve filing the proposed rule changes with the Secretary of State as a proposed rule and as a permanent rule if no comments are received. Seconded: Motion passed unanimously.

Action Item 3: Committee determined these rule changes would not create a significant fiscal impact on small businesses. No motion necessary.
E. PLAC Vacancy:
Derry York and Robert Mosher have both expressed interest in becoming Committee Members. Both candidates have strong backgrounds in the field of Polygraph. There was a question about whether the Committee can use both candidates since there is only one vacancy. It was concluded that both candidates can be used since one of the current Committee members is not a licensed examiner. Mr. Simmons will contact both candidates and ask each to send a letter of interest and summary of their qualifications. The names and qualifications of both candidates will be submitted to Director Minnis for approval. Director Minnis will decide if one or both candidates will be used.
F. Jerry Stark Update:
Mr. Stark notified DPSST that he has returned to work and is now performing polygraph exams again. His intern license expires on November 30, 2008 and he is concerned that he will not be able to complete the required 200 examinations by that time. He is hopeful that the Committee will allow him with an additional extension if one is needed. 
The Committee would like to provide Mr. Stark an additional extension if one is requested however Ms. Lorance informed the Committee that they currently do not have the authority to do so under OAR 259-020-0010. Ms. Lorance suggested that the Committee can move to make OAR 259-020-0010 a Temporary Rule with an immediate effective date that would allow the rule to be in effect as of the date of filing thereby granting the Committee the authority to approve more than one extension. 
Motion: Mr. Simmons moved to file OAR 259-020-0010 as a Temporary Rule with an immediate effective date. Seconded; Motion passed unanimously.

G. 2009 Polygraph Meeting Schedule
Dates will be set after the new Committee Members are approved so they can be included in the scheduling process.
