“A” designated weed:  A weed of known economic importance which occurs in the country in small
Enough infestation to make eradication/containment possible; or not known to occur but it’s presence in a neighboring county makes future occurrence seem imminent.

Recommended Action:  Infestations are subject to intensive control when and where found.

“B” designated weed:  A weed of economic importance, which is regionally abundant, but of limited distribution in other counties.

Recommended Action:  Moderate to intensive control at the state or county level.

“T” designated weed:  Targeted species for Gilliam County Cost Share.
