The school raised awareness of the watershed while empowering youth as active, engaged citizens who will become tomorrow’s watershed stewards. OWEB funds paid for personnel, travel, supplies/materials, production costs, equipment and administration.

	South Scappoose Creek Restoration Plan

	The Scappoose Bay Watershed Council used the technical assistance funding to develop an understanding of the hydrologic dynamics of South Scappoose Creek and how it is changing over time; to identify restoration opportunities and to design options for stream corridor rehabilitation and floodplain reconnection; and to involve local citizens and other partners in creating a restoration plan for four miles of the creek. OWEB funds were used primarily for contracted services..
