COAR Cycle 2021-2022 Timeline

e Be sure your project is included in your Capital Improvement Plan! Use your Capital Im-
provement Plan, airport plans, stakeholder input, and manager’s guidance to refine your application
for your project.

e Get applications in EARLY! Organize, call if you have questions, and give yourself time for
editing. Be sure the actual submission comes from the airport’s program manager or authorized rep-
resentative. The application must be submitted by the deadline—NO EXTENSIONS.

e If you have questions, ASK! Our staff is here to answer questions to help you make your
application as complete as possible.
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Oregon Buys is ready for you to set up your account now!

On July 1, 2021, OregonBuys, the State of Oregon’s new eProcurement went live. OregonBuys is a
full procure-to-pay system that automates procurement and accounts payable processes using a
web-based application.

In the coming months, the OregonBuys project will focus on the accounts payable portion of the
system, with an implementation date in 2022. In order to receive your COAR grant reimbursement
payments once this part of the project is up and running, you will need to be set up with an Ore-
gonBuys supplier account. The setup is simple and only takes a few minutes to complete. Click on
the link below to begin registration.

SOAR going strong

State Airports Manager Tony Beach and his Operations Team have been busy keeping the airports tak-
en care of through mowing season, ice storm recovery and fire operations. The SOAR program has
provided much needed funds to do improvements that have paid off this last year with the increased
demands on the system, particularly for resiliency, safety and reliability.

The first cycle of SOAR, or State Owned Airports Reserve program, funded $1.6M of 19 projects. Pro-
jects included runway repairs, obstruction removal for safety and access, drainage, facilities, and a
Master Plan update.

The second cycle funded 8 projects, which included projects that cover multiple airports with seasonal
and temporary employees and contingency for small projects. Some projects are multi-year and will be
completed once fuel tax revenues recover from the COVID-19 reduction in fuel sales.

Cycle 3 projects to be done in 2020-2021 were modified based on the reduced fuel tax revenue during
the COVID-19 pandemic. The Siletz Bay Rehabilitation project was completed.
