Update to Proposed Rules

Annual Fee

– First year (2024): $215,000

– Second year: $190,000

– Third year and onward: $160,000

– First year (2024): $205,000
– 2025 and each subsequent year: $200,000

• Beginning July 1, 2026, DEQ may reduce the fee in a given year if a lesser amount is adequate 
to cover program costs for that year.

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Update to Proposed Rules

Annual Reporting

• A stewardship organization must report on the tonnage and number of mattresses from collection sites 
directed to reuse.

• Concurrent with the annual report, if requested by DEQ, a stewardship organization must submit 
information to determine how each collection site or event is performing, including:
o Number and tonnage of program mattresses collected

o Number and tonnage of program mattresses collected for recycling
o Number and tonnage of program mattresses collected for renovation
o Any information requested by DEQ to assist in determining the effectiveness of a collection site or event

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Update to Proposed Rules

Notification of changes

• A stewardship organization will notify DEQ no less than once per month when an approved 

plan experiences changes to the following:

o Retailers registered with a stewardship organization; or

o Reuse facilities managing discarded mattresses as part of a program collection site

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Update to Proposed Rules

Website Info

• In providing information on available collection opportunities, a stewardship organization must include 
information on the stewardship organization’s website that ensures residents can access collection 
opportunities conveniently, including: 

o The physical address of each collection site or event
o A phone number for each collection site or event
o The hours of operation for each collection site or event
o Any physical or language accessibility considerations at a collection site or event

• Information made available on the stewardship organization’s website must be updated within 48 hours 
of the stewardship organization learning about the changes or notify DEQ in writing if the stewardship 
organization needs more time to provide the update.

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Fiscal Impact

Would the proposed rules have a fiscal impact?

• Yes, proposed rules would have a fiscal impact

– Annual fee to cover DEQ’s expenses associated with the costs 

to administer, implement and enforce the Act. 

• Will primarily affect a stewardship organization

– Indirect effect on entities that buy mattresses

• It is DEQ’s responsibility to review a stewardship organization’s plan and 

ensure that it implements a program equitably for all residents in Oregon.

• The program supports environmentally sound management of mattresses at 

their end of life and is intended to help reduce illegal dumping of mattresses, 

which negatively impacts communities. 

• Convenient and accessible opportunities for collection of discarded 

mattresses will be provided for all residents.
