To better focus outreach and technical assistance, as well as reconnaissance monitoring,
should the PSP use information and data from other programs operated by WQPMT member agencies
or PARC? This could include environmental complaint and pesticide use information generated from
compliance program. The intent would be to better refine geographic outreach and monitoring, rather
than focus on individual landowners.

Several key elements of this agreement will
change including the list of Pesticides on Interest, how we report data to EPA, and whether we continue
to upload PSP data to EPA. The WQPMT will be briefed on these changes and a proposal will be made
as to how we will determine Oregon’s Pesticides of Interest.
