Rogue Basin Strategy

4.2 million forested acres

Part of Rogue Valley Integrated Fire Plan

Initial Entry 20-years
• 1.1 million acres
• 55,000 ac/year
• 25% of landscape
• 40% of community at risk

Maintenance (can include wildfire)
• 100 thousand acres/year

Reduce risk by 70%
• 50% risk reduction for communities
• 47% risk reduction for core spotted owl habitat 
• 60% risk reduction for late seral forest
• 87% risk reduction for industrial timber
