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PROJECT BACKGROUND

History of community collaboration and support.

Phase One - design and construction funded by
the Oregon legislature in fall 2015 and
completed in fall 2020.

Phase Two - design and construction funded by
Keep Oregon Moving (House Bill 2017);
construction begins in late spring 2023 and will
last five years.
