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Retention in medical care and antiretroviral therapy (ART)
are critical for sustained viral suppression.
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Many people with HIV faced challenges maintaining viral suppression.
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» Risk of HIV transmission can be lowered :
through use of multiple HIV prevention strategies. :
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TMedian score calculated from a 10-item scale ranging from 0 (no stigma) to 100 (high
stigma) that measures four dimensions of HIV stigma: personalized stigma, disclosure
concerns, negative self-image, and perceived public attitudes about people living with HIV.

* High-risk sex is defined as not having sustained viral suppression and having condomless sex
with an HIV-negative or unknown status partner who was not taking PrEP.
