• The FDA has issued Emergency Use Authorization (EUA) and 

ACIP recommends updated, 2023-2024 Novavax COVID-19 

Vaccine for use in individuals 12 years and older.  

• Original monovalent Novavax COVID-19 vaccine is no longer 

authorized for use in the United States.

Dilution required No

Storage & Handling

Refrigerate (2° to 8° C) unpunctured vials until expiration date. 

Protect from light. Do not freeze.

Gently swirl before drawing up a dose. Do not shake.

Do not pool excess vaccine from multiple vials. 

Once punctured, store in refrigerator or at room temperature for up to 

12 hours. Must be discarded after 12 hours.

Overview of Novavax Recommendation

• Individuals previously vaccinated with any COVID-19 vaccine: 

One dose of 2023-2024 Novavax COVID-19 Vaccine administered at 

least 2 months after receipt of the last dose of an original monovalent or 

bivalent COVID-19 vaccine. 

• Individuals not previously vaccinated with any COVID-19 vaccine:

Two doses of 2023-2024 Novavax COVID-19 Vaccine administered three 

weeks apart. 

• Immunocompromised individuals:

An additional dose of 2023-2024 Novavax COVID-19 Vaccine may be

administered at least 2 months following the last dose of a 2023-2024 

COVID-19 vaccine. Additional doses may be administered at the 

discretion of the healthcare provider.
