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NEED FOR THE RULE(S):

Temporarily updates the Coronavirus-19 protocol in the protocol compendium to reflect the latest recommendations
by the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention's (CDC) Advisory Committee on Immunization Practices (ACIP). The
update also incorporates information on the new single-dose glass syringe formulation of the Comirnaty COVID-19
vaccine by Pfizer.

JUSTIFICATION OF TEMPORARY FILING:

Failure to update the coronavirus-19 vaccine protocol in OAR 855-115-0345 will result in pharmacists utilizing the
protocol to not be able to administer the vaccine according to the latest recommendations. This could leave individuals
vulnerable to COVID-19 and its serious complications. Delayed updates could lead to inefficiencies in vaccine
administration and potentially overwhelm other healthcare providers.
