NEED FOR THE RULE(S)

Rules are needed to continue to license sign language interpreters under the regulation of the State Board of Sign
Language Interpreters (Board). The Board was established within the Health Licensing Office during the 2023
Legislative Session by passage of HB 2696. These rules make the Board operational by proposing Board approved
minimum qualifications and licensing requirements for sign language interpreters in Oregon.

STATEMENT IDENTIFYING HOW ADOPTION OF RULE(S) WILL AFFECT RACIAL EQUITY IN THIS STATE

The statutes require that all applicants meet minimum qualifications for licensing as determined by the Board. This law
is carried out equally, fairly, and justly for anyone who applies for a sign language interpreter license in Oregon without
bias treatment of people of different races.

FISCAL AND ECONOMIC IMPACT:

There will likely be a fiscal impact on the public, sign language interpreters in Oregon and outside of Oregon, businesses
in Oregon including small businesses, several state agencies including Oregon Health Authority and Department of
Education, and healthcare providers.

COST OF COMPLIANCE:

(1) Identify any state agencies, units of local government, and members of the public likely to be economically affected by the
rule(s).

If sign language interpreters are considered the public as of June 8, 2024, they will be required to pay license and
application fees to continue to provide interpretation services to Deaf, Hard

of Hearing and DeafBlind people in Oregon.

Application and license fees are as follows:

Supervisory license fees: application - $150, initial and renewal license - $200

Generalist license fees: application - $100, initial and renewal license — $150 (2 renewals)
Provisional license fees: application - $75, initial and renewal license - $100 (up to 5 renewals)
Educational license fees: application - $75, initial and renewal license - $100 (up to 5 renewals)
Medical license fees: application - $50, initial and renewal license - $50

Legal license fees: application - $50, initial and renewal license - $50

Specialty training license fees: application - $50, initial and renewal license - $50 (up to 5 renewals)

The license fees are larger than the hourly rate of many sign language interpreters and may negatively impact available
funds of sign language interpreters. According to a recent survey of sign language interpreters the following estimates
existin Oregon:

K-12 Educational sign language interpreters earn $25 to $40 per hour depending on where the Interpreter is located in
Oregon.

Post secondary educational sign language interpreters earn $25 to $60 per hour depending on if the educational
institution is private or public.

Freelance or community sign language interpreters earn $35 to $70 per hour.

From the same survey results, the average sign language interpreter currently pays approximately $1000 annually for
certification and membership fees, continuing education, liability
insurance, and testing for additional credentials annually.
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Specialty training license will allow students and individuals in rural communities to continue training while they work
towards fulfilling licensing requirements. There will be a cost to the specialty license of $100 initially and $50 annually
for up to 5 years. Without the license these individuals may not be able to complete their education or fulfill training
requirements for other sign language interpreter licenses, which could negatively impact those individuals.

Deaf, Hard of Hearing and DeafBlind individuals in Oregon may see cost of translation services increased due to
mandatory licensing and due to the shortage of sign language interpreters in Oregon (supply and demand).

The HLO will be economically affected as the state agency licensing sign language interpreters in Oregon. HLO is an
Other Funds agency which operates on the fees paid by applicants and licensees. HLO issues 6 sign language interpreter
licenses and is proposing to add a 7th specialty license for individuals in “training” who do not qualify for a provisional
license. The costs of the program are not equivalent to the current expenditures for operating the licensing program.

Many state agencies such as Oregon Health Authority (OHA), Oregon Health Plan, Coordinated Care Organizations,
Department of Human Services Child Welfare and Aging and People with Disabilities may see a negative economic
impact if the sign language interpreter raises their fees or wages due to cost of mandatory licensing. The cost to these
agencies is unknown but could be considerable depending on the frequency of hiring interpreters for interpretation
services such as court appearances, medical and dental insurance benefits, long term and residential care benefits and
disability benefits.

Oregon Department of Education and OHA Equity and Inclusion Division Healthcare Interpreter Program may be
required to write rules to align with mandatory licensing.

DESCRIBE HOW SMALL BUSINESSES WERE INVOLVED IN THE DEVELOPMENT OF THESE RULE(S):

According to HLO records there are approximately 30 interpreter agencies that employ and schedule sign language
interpreters that may be affected. Many sign language interpreters are freelance and work on a contract basis and
consider themselves small business owners. Freelance interpreters generally set their own schedules and are paid
directly from the client. There are currently 195 licensed supervisory and 321 generalist sign language interpretersin
Oregon who may be recognized as small businesses.

In 2022 the U.S. Business Administration Office of Advocacy reported Oregon had upwards of 400,000 small
businesses. The Americans with Disabilities Act requires businesses to provide sign language interpreters ifitis
necessary to ensure effective communication with a client who is Deaf or Hard of Hearing. As an example of small
businesses hiring interpreters, this may include lawyers or physicians in small clinics who are required to hire sign
language interpreters to communicate effectively with clients and patients. It is unknown how many small businesses in
Oregon hire sign language interpreters, but mandatory licensing may increase the rate an interpreter charges for
services.

There may be a minimal fiscal impact to small businesses regarding reporting requirements. If businesses that employ
and schedule sign language interpreters are considered small businesses and are approved through the Department of
Administrative Services to provide services to state agencies there may be reporting requirements to meet contractual
obligations and maintain approval to provide services.

There may be a minimal economic impact on small business for equipment, supplies, labor and increased administration
for compliance.
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Small business owners serve on the Board and the Rules Advisory Committee.
